Sabbatical Officer Accommodation 2009/2010
A note by the President

1. Introduction
In accordance with the Officers’ Hall Rooms Policy,
The holders of sabbatical office live in hall ‘rent-free’ as part of their
remuneration. However, the officers are also entitled to live out of halls if they
wish. To do this, Council must grant their approval to do so.
Sabbaticals living out may receive a ‘living out allowance’ to assist with rent. This
allowance is calculated as being equal to the mean cost to the Union of providing
a room in halls, minus tax liability.
Holders of sabbatical office and the Constituent College Union Presidents are to
live in Linstead, Southside, Weeks or Beit Halls. This does not affect this years
Sabbatical Officers as they have been allocated as follows:
Deputy President (Welfare) — Selkirk
Deputy President (Finance & Services) — Eastside
Felix Editor — Falmouth

1. To allow Ashley Brown, Jenny Wilson and Jonathan Silver to live out of halls
and receive a living out allowance as stipulated above.
