5. Keep — make work, club links should lead to their pages NOT membership (at the moment
this is variable).

As is, each club should have a set of 4 standard tabs, contacts, finances, website, shop which people
are taken to when they click on a club. Should this change/be enforced?

Current situation:

About C&S links to descriptions/website of CSCs but not FUs
Joining a Club or Society: page of information
SAC [contains description of equipment for hire and facilities available]

Room Bookings, gives instructions then links to Rules, Conference Office, Visiting Speakers
Minibuses: Extensive, well documented but perhaps confusing
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Coaches: Allows booking & info on cancellation

Lost property: As detailed in recent Exec paper

First Aid Kits: Gives contents of both large & small kits

Sports Fixtures & Results: BUCS Confirmations (only up to 19" Jan), fixture lists [blank]

Club Officers = all handbooks, documentation & finance stuff. Workbench. Organising sports
fixtures link doesn’t work

Starting a Club or Society. Does what it says.

Proposed changes:

Links: A to Z, Club resources, Starting a Club, Society or Project
A-Z

As is but linking to club pages, not membership

Club resources, categories

SAC
Administration: subpages finance, documentation, forms
Equipment: subpages projectors, first aid
Transport: minibuses, coaches
Training materials: organising sports fixtures & all others
Room bookings: Rules inc. Speakers
Union & College spaces excl. Conferences
Conferences

Off campus venues
Sports Fixtures(?)

Starting a new C, S or P — broadly as before but with a page explaining the difference and then two

separate applications
