1. Apologies for Absence

a. Silwood Park, Royal College of Science Union, Graduate Students Union,

a. Risk Assessment - MGs were not sent examples as requested, but support
sessions with SO&D Team seem to have helped CSP with their queries.

b. New membership policy to extend associate membership — this has now
developed into a Union-wide membership offer review being headed by ICU
President’s working group. In the meantime a small number of case by case
requests have been escalated to DRO and considered for student on interruption
of studies to be granted associate membership status so they can participate in




elections. MGs were reassured that the advice is still that only full members can
participate in elections.

c. MG Chair reports focused on MG Group elections, most are well under way and
will be happening soon. — ACTION MG Group elections to be completed by end
of term, so newly appointed officers can take part in Volunteer Training week
commencing June 14,

Applications have been approved; their budgets will now have to be
submitted by Junel4th.

There have been some delays in response to some applications. DPCS
went through the details for the non- successful applicants for MG Chairs’
reference. ACTION — DPCS and SO&D team to send details of none
approved Tours to the relevant CSP.

Silwood Tour has not been approved ACTION — DPCS to contact Silwood
Exec as their tour application replicates the Surfing Society Tour.

The next stage is for budgets of approved Tours to be uploaded by the
14th of June.

MG Chairs were reminded that main travel costs, and costs of luggage
and equipment is all eligible for funding up to 40% of the main travel.

MGs were asked to encourage their CSPs to apply for ADF and Safe
Activity Fund. Examples include, booking bigger venues to accommodate
for social distancing, or sanitizing adjustments and products etc.

Funding can be applied for activity happening before October, but
allocated funds must be spent before July 20t

CSPB discussed the approach for applications of new groups centred
around women, and how best to support them without creating
duplication.

It was important for CSPB to understand why the Dept Soc aren’t able to
cater for their needs. ACTION — DPCS and SO&D Team to Invite the
‘women in set’” NAC applicants, already existing ‘women in ...” Societies to
the conversation with relevant Dep Socs and MG Groups.

ACTION — Shivam to pass on contact details of Women in Maths
Committee to DPCS

d. Harlington updates - Harlington committee will hopefully meet by end of June.
DPCS is collating a proposal with Martial Arts clubs for new Martial Arts Mats for
use in the Union building. Hopefully outcomes will be heard in July.

Imperial Athletes second membership —

i. ‘Second clubs’ under Imperial Athletes model has not worked. This needs
to be discussed at SCB. ACTION — Sports Sector Chair to arrange this
meeting.

Music societies College space —

i. Music societies need more simultaneously, bookable rooms to
accommodate for current Music regulations. ACTION — DPCS to ask
College to access the drawing rooms on level 6 and 7 of SGB.

Membership refunds —

i. The Unions systems is not able to support rollover memberships. The
only way to do this would be to ask for a refund and then the member
should repurchase it.

ii. If anindividual student requests a refund, then it is up to the CSP to agree
or disagree to a refund. If the CSP wants to agree to a refund, they should
pass the original request email, along with confirmation from the chair
and treasurer stating that they want to offer a refund, to the DPFS and
DPCS. Subject line should be CSP MEMBERSHIP REFUND.

Minibuses procurement — DPCS gave a summary of the Transports Project so far.
See full report.

The next stage of the transport project is to go out to tender for the new fleet.
CSPB were asked for feedback on the current list of procurement requirements,

i. Good to explore sustainability but hybrid electric vehicle may not be the
best for CSP who travel to remote places.

ii. Driver training, MiDAS may be above and beyond of what is required.
